Volunteers – Assist with set-up/repacking books before & after fair, keep books 
organized on tables, work during fair hours assisting parents and students with purchases. Time 
commitment: 2-3 shift. 

 
Elementary Field Day – May 21st (Grades 1-5) 
 Assist with Field Day set-up, clean up and working event activities. Time commitment: 1 
day/time varies as events run throughout the day.  
 
Golf Tournament – September 26th  
 Assist with various stations such as check-in, manning tee box contest, solicitation of 
teams & prizes, organizing drink donations. Time commitment: ½ day in the a.m. 
 
Homeroom Mom/Assistant Mom 
 Responsible for coordinating class parties, special events, classroom project for Night of 
Knights (Feb. 7th), snacks during testing week and various other duties. Time commitment:

Hospitality  
 Assist with snacks/refreshments for special events throughout the year such as Veteran’s 
Day Chapel Service, Young Author’s, Art festival, etc.; volunteers will assist with set-up, 
serving, and clean-up of events.

 Assist with routine library operations such as book inventory, labeling and indexing, 
check-in/out, re-shelving and reading on occasion to students.
